

Enclosure 1 (Exercise Training Objectives) to II MEF FWD MRX 05 MOU

EXERCISE TRAINING OBJECTIVES

1. General.  II MEF FWD MRX Training Objectives are the foundation of II MEF MRX 05.  They focus the exercise design and provide the primary direction for scenario development in the MRX, as well as provide a basis for the after action review (AAR) and inputs to the Expeditionary Force Development System (EFDS).

2. Purpose.   II MEF FWD MRX 05 will exercise the MAGTF in integrating within the Multi-National Corps Iraq (MNC-I) while conducting stabilization and sustainment operations (SASO) in preparation for Operation Iraqi Freedom III. 

3. II MEF FWD MRX 05 Training Objectives:  

a. Integrate and operate with joint/combined forces.

(1) Assist MNF-I, the Iraqi Government and Local Governments in controlling operationally significant areas, populace and resources (UJTL OP 1.5)

(2) Integrate Iraqi Security Forces and Means (UJTL OP 6.5.5)

(3) Provide Politico-Military Direct Support to MNF-I and General Support 

to other Nations, Groups, DOS and other Government Agencies (UJTL OP 4.7, OP 4.7.3, OP 4.7.4)

b.  Plan Operations.  Prepare Commanders and Staffs to conduct Offensive, Stability, Support and Defensive Operations in a Joint environment.

c. Provide Operational ISR.

(1) Use Operational Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance assets to Collect Operational Information for Evaluation, Integration, Analysis, Interpretation, and sharing both up and down in the Joint/Coalition environment (UJTL OP 2, OP 2.1, OP 2.2, OP 2.4.1)

(2) Conduct analysis of information collected to determine patterns and links to hostile or noncompliant forces throughout the Joint Operational Area (JOA) (UJTL OP 2.4.1)

(3) Operate Fusion Cell

d. Casualty Tracking

e.  Movement Control Coordination

f. Employ Operational Effects

(1) Synchronize the effects of Joint and Coalition Lethal and Nonlethal fires and Information Operations (UJTL OP 3, OP 3.1, OP 3.2, OP 3.2.2)

(2) Battle Track and manage individual Joint and Coalition Aviation platforms

g. Conduct Information Operations.  Coordinate Operational Information Operations and Advise/Assist the Commander in telling his story in the Joint/Coalition environment (UJTL OP 5.6, OP 5.8)

h. Conduct assessment.

i. Sustain the Force.  Provide Operational Logistics and Personnel Support in order to sustain the Force throughout the JOA while continuously resourcing Civil-Military Operations (UJTL OP 4, OP 4.7, OP 4.7.2, OP 4.7.3, OP 4.7.4)

j. Command and Control the Forces.

k. Protect the Force.  Provide Protection and Security for Operational Coalition Forces, Governmental and Civil Infrastructure,Populace, Critical Installations, and Lines of Communications (UJTL OP 6.2, OP 6.5)

l. Conduct Rear Operations.
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
