

Enclosure 1 (Exercise Objectives and Training Goals) to III MEFEX 04 MOU

EXERCISE OBJECTIVES AND TRAINING GOALS

1. General.  III MEF Exercise Objectives and Training Goals are the foundation of III MEFEX 04.  They focus the exercise design and provide the primary direction for scenario development, the OPT practical exercise, and the command post exercise (CPX), as well as provide a basis for the after action review (AAR) and inputs to the Expeditionary Force Development System (EFDS).

2. Purpose.  III MEFEX 04 will exercise MAGTF planning using the Marine Corps Planning Process, exercise and validate III MEF’s battle rhythm within a higher headquarters (HHQ) battle rhythm, and exercise command and control of the MEF Single Battle.  MSTP Higher and Adjacent Headquarters staff interaction, opposing force operations, and event scripting in the context of the scenario will be focused to accomplish the exercise objectives and training goals identified in paragraphs 3 and 4 below.

3. III MEFEX 04 Exercise Objectives:  

a. Orient Commanders and staffs on the Korean Theater of Operations, with an emphasis on enemy force capabilities, combined force capabilities, terrain and theater specific procedures.

b. Enhance the MEF’s capability to plan and conduct offensive operations in a combined and joint environment.

c. Conduct a CPX as a rehearsal for UFL 04, Part B.

III MEFEX 04 Training Goals:

a. Practice the Marine Corps Planning Process in a combined, joint environment.
b. Plan and execute fires in a combined, joint environment.

c. Plan and execute tactical and operational maneuver in a combined, joint environment.

d. Plan and execute a MEF link-up in a combined, joint environment.

e. Plan a passage of lines in a combined, joint environment.
f. Command and Control III MEF in a combined, joint environment.

g. Plan and coordinate information operations in a combined, joint environment.

h. Develop and employ a MEF operational assessment process.

i. Plan and coordinate rear area operations. 
j. Plan and coordinate movement control in a combined, joint environment.

k. Develop and execute a MAGTF Information Management Plan (IMP).

l. Plan and execute a MAGTF tactical logistic system.
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
