CONSOLIDATED EQUIPMENT AND FURNITURE LIST

1. Purpose.  This attachment provides a consolidated list of equipment and furniture requirements from III MEF in support of III MEFEX 04.

2. General.    Equipment and furniture requirements are listed by event and reference enclosure attachments.    

3. C4 MTTs. (Ref Enclosure 2, Attachment C)

a. Intermediate Technical.  (Task 2-C-2)
(1) Three DSN/class A telephones.

(2) One Black/White copier (capable of sorting at least 10 copies, magnification/reduction, dual sided copying, and sorting and stapling).

(3) Appropriate tables and chairs to support 40 students and 10 instructors (recommend 28 tables/50 chairs).

b. C4 Planning Technical.  (Task 2-C-5)
(1) T
hree DSN/class A telephones.

(2) One Black/White copier (capable of sorting at least 10 copies, magnification/reduction, dual sided copying, and sorting and stapling).

(3) Appropriate tables and chairs to support 25 students (recommend 15 tables/30 chairs).

c. Functional. (Task 2-C-8)
(1) No Equipment Requirements. 
(2) Appropriate tables and chairs to support 40 students: classroom 1 (recommend 24 tables/44 chairs), classroom 2 (10 students - recommend 6 tables/12 chairs), and classroom 2 (10 students - recommend 6 tables/12 chairs). 

4. Warfighting Seminar. (Task 4-2)
a. Six DSN/Class A telephones.
b. One STU-III telephone with Secret Key.
c. One Black/White copier (capable of sorting at least 10 copies, magnification/reduction, dual sided copying, and sorting and stapling).
d. Appropriate tables and chairs to support 32 MSTP personnel and their Support staff, (recommend 25 tables/42 chairs).
5. OPT Practical Application. (Tasks 3-7, 4-4)
a. One DSN/Class A telephone with STU-III and SECRET keys at EACH MSTP Workspace:  MSTP Main Workspace and all MSTP Fwd Workspaces at the MSC OPT locations.

b. At Each MSC MSTP FWD location:  One Unclassified Workstation with projector and screen for MSTP classes during OPT.

c. One Copy machine cleared to reproduce classified material. 

d. One Two-drawer safe capable of storing classified documents up to the SECRET level. 

e. Three Classified Shredders.

f. Appropriate tables and chairs in the Bldg 4314 to support 32 MSTP personnel and their Support staff, (recommend 27 tables/44 chairs, which includes tables and chairs for the personnel manning the access point in the Simulation Center).
6. CPX. (Tasks 3-7, 4-6)
a. One KG-194 with power supply and cables. 

b. Thirteen STU-IIIs equipped with speakers for hands free operations.

c. Twenty-two telephones capable of classified communications with MEF, MSC’s, and Quantico.  Distribution as follows:  seventeen within the III MEF Simulation Center; two at the MSTP work space established at the III MEF command post (CP); one each at the MSTP work spaces established at 3rd MarDiv, 1st MAW, and 3rd FSSG CPs.  

d. Fourteen DSN/Class A telephones for phone lines in the III MEF Simulation Center.

e. Two copy machines cleared to reproduce classified material. 

f. One two-drawer safe capable of storing classified documents up to the SECRET level. 

g. Three classified shredders

h. Appropriate tables and chairs in the Simulation Center to support 45 MSTP personnel and their Support staff, (recommend 27 tables/44 chairs, which includes tables and chairs for the personnel manning the access point in the Simulation Center).
