1.
Purpose.  This enclosure contains the planning data and assumptions relevant for each warfighting function to conduct III MEFEX 04.  The source reference for any planning factors not addressed in the attachments is Ref (a).  

2.
Maneuver.  Attachment A provides detailed information about the blue forces and provides guidance for operational planning.  It also contains modeling and simulation information.
3.
Intelligence.  Attachment B contains facts and assumptions related to intelligence collection operations, intelligence architecture, battle damage assessment procedures, meteorological and oceanographic support, intelligence reporting, and modeling and scripting activities.  This attachment contains one tab describing the organization and functions of the intelligence control cell (ICC).

Fires.  Attachment C includes information about targeting, airspace command and control, aviation and artillery Class V availability, fixed and rotary wing aviation sortie rates, Army multiple launched rocket system, and integrated tasking order (ITO) planning.  
5.
Logistics.  Attachment D identifies data and planning assumptions pertaining to arming, fueling, fixing equipment, moving, supplying, manning, providing medical support, and services. 
6.
Command and Control.  Attachment E contains information related to the III MEF and major subordinate command headquarters locations, simulated higher headquarters, command relationships, battle rhythm, reporting structure, MAGTF planning, orders requirements, staff coordination, and aviation operations.

7. Force Protection.  Attachment F identifies data and assumptions for the Force Protection warfighting function in the areas of enhancing survivability, rescue and recovery, security, air and missile defense, and plans and orders requirements.
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
