Purpose.  This attachment identifies data and assumptions for the force protection warfighting function.  This attachment documents agreed planning data and assumptions for III MEFEX 04 planning/operational planning team (OPT) practical exercise and command post exercise (CPX) activities.  Participants should refer to ref (a) for planning factors and ref (b) for force protection planning data not documented here.  MAGTF Force Protection Officers may expand upon information herein to incorporate appropriate active and passive measures into their planning, ensuring force protection is considered in planning by the other five-warfighting functions.

Planning Data and Assumptions for Exercise III MEFEX 04   

a.
Higher Headquarters.  The exercise higher headquarters (HHQ) shall simulate the joint commands and components as noted in Enclosure 9 (Higher and Adjacent Headquarters).  HHQ operations shall be described in the III MEFEX 04 Planning Book Part 1 that will be published NLT 28 April 04 (Task 2-21).  The planning book will contain appropriate functional area information to support force protection planning.   

b.
Enhance Survivability

(1) NBC Defense

      

(a) OPFOR shall have the capability to employ chemical and biological weapons through a variety of delivery means.  Chemical and biological weapons use shall be in accordance with OPFOR doctrine (paying particular attention to climatic conditions).  See Enclosure 10 (Opposing Forces) for additional details.

    

 (b) III MEF shall:  

(1) Conduct NBC vulnerability analysis in concert with the

IPB process.  

    

  
(2) Establish appropriate mission oriented protective posture based upon the OPFOR WMD threat.

     


(3) Establish appropriate NBC threat conditions/alert levels.

      


(4) Activate the NBC Battle Management Cell in order to activate the NBC Warning and Reporting Network (JWARN activation).

      


(5) Coordinate the execution of NBC battle drills to include warning dissemination/event response time exercise; test NBC report formats; and NBC threat condition and execution matrix response.
c.
Security

(1) Rear Area Security

(a)
HHQ will simulate operations of the Combined Rear Area Coordinator (CRAC) and the Combined Marine Rear Area Operations Group (CMRAOG).  The III MEFEX 04 Planning Book Part 1 will contain appropriate rear area planning guidance. 
(b) OPFOR has the capability to pose a Level III (TBM) and Level III (ground) threat in the MEF and Combined Rear Areas.  

(c) III MEF will establish and promulgate appropriate Force Protection Conditions as required (Task 7-F-1).

(2) Actions of Enemy Prisoners of War (EPW); Civilian Internees (CI); and Displaced Civilians (DCs) will occur competitively in the simulation.  Where appropriate, MSTP, through EXCON and the Intelligence Control Cell (ICC), will script EPW/CI/DC events and provide appropriate reports as required (Task 7-F-2).  ICC resultant reporting will simulate adjacent, theater, and national interrogation and/or interview related materials.

(3) Humanitarian Assistance.  MSTP, through the ICC or HHQ, may script humanitarian assistance events and provide appropriate reports as required          (Task 7-F-3). 

e.
Air and Missile Defense  

(1)
Air Defense and Airspace Control.  MSTP will produce a detailed electronic Air Battle Plan (ABP) and tailored exercise Modernized Integrated Data Base (MIDB) NLT 30 April 04.  III MEF will provide their portion of the AODB, ACO, and SPINS to MSTP NLT 1 June 04 (Task 6-9).  If appropriate, 1st MAW via III MEF will publish additional III MEF specific air defense procedures prior to 1 June 04.

(2)
Missile Defense.  During III MEFEX 04, the ICC will disseminate indications and warnings, as directed, about OPFOR use of ballistic missiles (Task 7-F-4).  In order to receive and disseminate ballistic missile indications and warnings from the ICC, III MEF will create a ballistic missile dissemination network for MEFEX execution.  III MEF will provide a copy of this primary, secondary, and tertiary MEF/MSC ballistic missile early warning dissemination network architecture to MSTP by 1 June 04 (Task 7-F-5).   As an example, this ballistic missile early warning dissemination network should detail how III MEF plans on disseminating this warning via C2 and voice systems.  Also, this network should show how it would tie into the III MEFEX 04 ICC C4I early warning dissemination network that has been provided on page 6-B-1. 

f.
Plans and Orders.  Beyond the requirements stated in Enclosure 11 (Orders Requirements), III MEF shall determine the extent and scope of annexes, appendices, or tabs addressing force protection matters that will be published and subsequently implemented during the III MEFEX CPX NLT 1 June 04 (Task 7-F-6).
