


Enclosure 10 (Opposing Forces) to III MEFEX 04 MOU

OPPOSING FORCES

1. Purpose.  This enclosure contains planning data and assumptions to guide the creation and employment of the Opposing Forces (OPFOR) in III MEFEX 04.

2. OPFOR Order of Battle (OB) and Assumptions for III MEFEX 04   

a. The OPFOR OB will be based upon the actual threat forces based on the JFC’s assessments and as discussed at the MPC.

(1) III MEF and MSTP agree to the essential OPFOR OB, TO&E and STARTEX percentages at the conclusion of the UFL MPC NLT 16 Feb 04.  

(2) MSTP will provide the initial OPFOR OB & laydown of forces to III MEF NLT 31 Mar 04 (Task 10-1).  The OPFOR OB and template shall be to the level of detail as listed below: 

(a) Brigade/Regimental-size for infantry, mechanized infantry, and armor.

(b) Battalion-size for artillery, rockets, AAA, surface to air missiles (SAMs), and ballistic missiles. 

(3) The OPFOR data for the Marine Air-Ground Task Force Tactical Warfare Simulation (MTWS) will be developed by MSTP NLT 14 May 04 (Task  10-2).  The OB for ground forces within the competitive zone will be to the level of detail as listed below: 

(a) Battalion-size for infantry, mechanized infantry, and armor.  

(b) Battery-size for artillery, rockets, AAA, SAMs, and ballistic missiles.

(c) Team-size for special operations forces (SOF) and reconnaissance teams.

(d) Squadron-level for aircraft units and squadron-level aviation support units at airbases.

b. OPFOR Operations.  All OPFOR activity for the III MEFEX 04 command post exercise (CPX) shall be conducted in accordance with the doctrine and tactics from current theater threat assessments for the threat force.  OPFOR activity will be a combination of scripted events and force-on-force actions within MTWS.  MSTP will provide the Commander, Opposing Forces (COMOPFOR) (Task 10-3). 

(1) Ground

(a) Ground operations in the MEF area of operations (AO) and in

selected portions of the adjacent zone will occur as part of the simulation.  Scripting will occur in areas away from the MEF AO.

(b) OPFOR will have the capability to employ hasty and deliberate engineering efforts to support operations.

(2) Air.  Air operations, fixed-wing and rotary-wing, will occur as part of the simulation.  Scripting will be used as required.

(3) Naval.  Naval operations may occur as part of the simulation.  Scripting will be used as required. 

(4) Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD). OPFOR shall have the capability to employ WMD to support its operations.  WMD operations will occur as part of the simulation or scripted, as appropriate.  OPFOR will have the following WMD capabilities:

(a) SCUD ballistic missiles with chemical/biological warheads.

(b) SOF delivered chemical/biological weapons.

(c) Artillery (122-mm and above) delivered chemical/biological weapons.

(5) Rear Area.  Within III MEF’s battlespace, III MEF forces may encounter, up to Level III, ground and ballistic missile threats.  

3. Command Post Exercise
a. MSTP. Establish OPFOR Response Cell using MSTP personnel as COMOPFOR, and Response Cell Controllers NLT 21 June 04 at the III MEF Simulation Center (Task 10-4). 

b. III MEF.  Provide 5 OPFOR Response Cell MTWS-trained operators to MSTP OPFOR NLT 21 June 04 (Task 10-5).
