


Enclosure 11 (Orders Requirements) to III MEFEX 04 MOU

Orders Requirements

1. Purpose.  This enclosure identifies planning documentation requirements for MSTP, III MEF, and III MEF major subordinate commands (MSCs).  This planning documentation will provide the operational direction for the employment of higher headquarters, III MEF, and III MEF MSCs.  Operation orders (OPORDs) and fragmentary orders (FRAGOs) developed by III MEF and III MEF MSCs will serve as the basis for an orders crosswalk, a MSTP map exercise (MAPEX), and the initial operational starting situation for the Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF) Tactical Warfare Simulation (MTWS)-supported command post exercise (CPX). 

2. MSTP Higher Headquarters Planning Documents.  III MEFEX 04 Planning Books.  MSTP shall publish III MEFEX 04 Planning Book Part 1 on 28 Apr 04 (Task 2-21) and Planning Book Part 2 on 11 Jun 04 (Task 2-23).  These planning books will provide scenario information; details of combined force and other component operations; intelligence to include Information Operations related IPB products, operations, the HHQ assessment plan, and logistics planning data and assumptions; information management procedures; and portions of HHQ orders.   

3. III MEF and Major Subordinate Command Planning Documents

a. III MEF Requirements.  Following the OPT practical application, a MEF OPORD, along with supporting IPB and DST products shall be forwarded to MSTP and posted to the MEF’s III MEFEX 04 RIPRNET website NLT 1 Jun 04 (Task 11-1).  This final III MEF OPORD shall, at a minimum, include the following annexes:  A (Task Organization), B (Intelligence) with Collection Plan, C (Operations), D (Logistics), H (METOC), J (Command Relationships), K (Exercise Annex K – Communications), M (Mapping, Charting, and Geodesy), U (Information Management), W (Aviation Operations), and X (Execution Checklist).  Annex B shall include the MEF Collection Plan.  Annex C shall include a C2PC operations overlay.  III MEF may include additional annexes, appendices, and tabs, as appropriate.  In addition, III MEF will issue Warning Orders to MSCs as required to meet the III MEF training goals.

b. Major Subordinate Command Requirements.  Following the OPT practical application and based upon the publication of the III MEF OPORD, MSCs shall forward to MSTP and post to the MEF’s III MEFEX 04 RIPRNET website their supporting orders NLT 1 June 04  (Task 11-2).  MSC orders shall, at a minimum, consist of a base OPORD with the following annexes:  A (Task Organization), B (Intelligence) with Collection Plan, C (Operations), D (Logistics), H (METOC), J (Command Relationships), K (Exercise Annex K – Communications), M (Mapping, Charting, and Geodesy), U (Information Management), W (Aviation Operations), and X (Execution Checklist).  Annex C shall include a C2PC operations overlay.  MSCs may include additional annexes, appendices, and tabs, as appropriate.

c. As part of the publication of the operations overlays associated with the orders, MEF and MSCs will post the C2PC overlays to appropriate locations on the III MEFEX 04 RIPRNET websites (Task 11-3).

d. III MEF will publish an Assessment Plan, separate from the OPORD, NLT 1 June 04  (Task 11-4).
