1.  Welcome to the 2003 General Officers Warfighting Program (GOWP)! The Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF) Staff Taining Program (MSTP) conducts the GOWP annually.  The 2003 GOWP will be conducted from 5-9 May.  GOWP seeks to sustain MAGTF tactical training and skill sets required of a modern commander.  The GOWP is an opportunity for you to participate and engage in a variety of warfighting seminars and practical application sessions designed to prepare you for the future.  We will be fortunate to have the Commandant with us during the week talking about his main effort – Excellence in Warfighting. 

2.  MSTP POCs.  The GOWP action officers are LtCol P.C. Skuta and

3.  Location.  The GOWP will be held at the Battlestaff Training Facility (BSTF), which is located on the east side of Ellis Hall.  A map with directions to the BSTF is included in the read-ahead.  Reserved parking will be provided for all participants.

4.  Uniform. Service “C.”

5.  Orders. Headquarters Marine Corps will issue one set of orders for the GOWP and the Brigadier General Selects Orientation Conference (BGSOC).  Rental cars will be authorized for those attendees arriving from outside the Washington, D.C. area.  For those officers based in the Washington area, mileage and per diem are authorized.

6.  Billeting.  Rooms have been reserved at The Crossroads Inn for GOWP participants arriving from out of town.  Directions to The Crossroads Inn are provided in the read-ahead. The cost for rooms is $55 per night.  Please phone the Crossroads (800-965-9511) to confirm your reservation. 

7.  Connectivity.  During the program, non-emergency phone messages will be posted on a bulletin board outside the BSTF war room.  Request incoming calls be directed to DSN 278-3279 or commercial (703) 784-3279.  A fax is available at DSN 278-4952 or 

commercial (703) 784-4952.  STU-3, SIPRNet, and NIPRNet access will also be provided in the BSTF.

8.  PT.  The schedule for GOWP usually allows 90 minutes for lunch.  If you desire to PT, lockers are available in the locker room located in the basement of Ellis Hall.  A small weight room is also located in the basement of Ellis Hall.

9.  Conference Fee.  A conference fee of $60, payable by personal check or cash, covers the cost of five working breakfasts, juice / soda / coffee, and light refreshments each afternoon.

10.  Social.  Lieutenant General (Retired) Christmas has extended an invitation to a social at his quarters in Stafford, Virginia to all attendees of the GOWP for Wednesday, 7 May 2003 from 1900-2100.  Invitations are included in the read-ahead.  Spouses are cordially invited.
