1.  Purpose.  Provide an overview of  Spectrum.

2. Echelon Model Supports.  Spectrum provides exercise stimulus at the tactical, operational and strategic levels.  For example, it can drive training at the squad level all the way to the Presidential level or from the lowest civil agency through the state governor.

3. Spectrum Overview.  The purpose of this simulation is to model the political, economic and socio-culture environment into which military forces deploy and conduct operations.  This simulation is applicable to training not only to military but to civilian agencies in OOTW scenarios such as Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD), logistic catastrophes and such acts of nature (hurricanes).  Spectrum combines conflict, attrition based modeling with a sociological model that simulates political, economic, social and culture groups, and activities.  Combined with movement over digital terrain, logistics, and combat operations; Spectrum is a robust and flexible simulation driver.  Spectrum can portray a thinking, reacting, and unpredictable civilian population.  Spectrum can model the environment based on the training objectives and the intended training audience.
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4. Software.  The system was designed to use off the shelf software programs:  Microsoft Windows 2000 and MapInfo Runtime 4.0 ™.

5. Functionality.  The simulation has a focus on Operations Other Than War.  To include, and not limited to WMD, natural disasters and logistic disasters.
