3.  Audio/ Visual Synchronization Problems:   

Almost all consumer capture products- Studio MP10, Dazzle DVC, Adaptech VidOh, etc.- face  challenges with keeping A/V Sync (audio and visual Synchronization).  The problem is more noticeable in the MPEG-1 category of products because of the high compression ratio of MPEG-1 

Means you can capture longer video clips, and you are more likely to notice the accumulated loss

of A/V Sync. It is for this reason that this production not only contains the final product, but the 

individual components as well.
4. The MPEG file titled “SimMaster” contains the production in its entirety.
